Did you know the Bremerton Chamber has a YouTube Channel?2 My New Years Resolution for the
Chamber is to do more of our “Spotlight on a Member” videos this year, one per month is my goal!

As | was sitting here pondering what to write about this month, | stumbled across some interesting facts
about YouTube...(Google makes everyone smarter!)

Did you know.....

YouTube was created by Chad Hurley, Steve Chen, and Jawed Karim in 2005. The three founders knew
each other from working together at another Internet start up, PayPal. In fact, Hurley designed the Pay-
Pal logo after reading a Wired article about the online payment company and e-mailing the startup in
search of a job. YouTube was initially funded by bonuses received following the eBay buy-out of Pay-
Pal. You could argue that if there was no PayPal, there would be no YouTube.

The founding trio didn’t come up with the YouTube concept straight away. Legend has it that YouTube
began life as a video dating site dubbed “Tune In Hook Up,” said to be influenced by HotorNot. The
three ultimately decided not to go that route. The inspiration for YouTube as we know it today is credit-
ed to two different events. The first was Karim’s inability to find footage online of Janet Jackson’s
“wardrobe malfunction,” and the second when Hurley and Chen were unable to share video footage of
a dinner party due to e-mail attachment limitations.

The “Rickroll?”

The first instance of a “Rickroll” appeared on YouTube way back in 2007. Apparently, it is the evolution
of a 4chan prank that originally “duckrolled” users via links that led to a duck on wheels. Now a classic
in its own right, the Rickroll has become what must be the most common online practical joke. Back in
2008, at the height of the phenomenon, a SurveyUSA poll suggested over 18 million U.S. adults had
been Rickrolled — perhaps more, given that Rick Astley himself participated in a mass-Rickrolling in that
year’s Macy’s Thanksgiving Day Parade. (If you haven't been “Rickrolled” let me know and | will send
you the link...)

As of February 2011, YouTube has 490 million unique users worldwide per month, who rack up an esti-
mated 92 billion page views each month. We spend around 2.9 billion hours on YouTube in a month —
over 325,000 years. And those stats are just for the main YouTube website — they don’t incorporate

embedded videos or video watched on mobile devices.

Social media-related YouTube stats are just as impressive. YouTube says that on average there are
more than 400 tweets per minute containing a YouTube link. Meanwhile, over on Facebook over 150

years worth of YouTube videos are watched every single day.

So why, you might ask, am | talking about this? YouTube, along
with Social Mediaq, is the preferred media for the masses. Most
smart phones and digital cameras now take video, and you

Kitsap Credit Uniorunnounces that the Asset-Building Coalition (ABC) of Kitsap County is reaching out to residents to inform them of an
opportunity to receive up to $5,751 through the Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC), which is a refundable federal income tax credit for
low-income working individuals and families. According to the IRS, only 4 out of 5 taxpayers claim their EITC refund, and this means
losses of thousands of dollars for our community. Even if you didn't earn enough money to file a tax return you may still qualify for a
refund.

Jan. 27, 2012 is officially declared EITC Awareness Day by the IRS. Residents can find out more information through the Kitsap
Community Resources web site at www.kcr.org, or they can call 2-1-1. Free tax preparation services are available through the AARP
Tax-Aide at eleven locations throughout the county.

To be eligible for the tax credit, earned income and adjusted gross income (AGI) must each be less than:

A $43,998 (or $49,078 if married filing jointly) with 3
A $40,964 (or $46,044 if married filing jointly) with 2
A $36,052 (or $41,132 if married filing jointly) with 1
A $13,660 (or $18,740 if married filing jointly) with n

The EITC has no effect on certain welfare benefits. In most cases, EITC payments will not be used to determine eligibility for Medicaid,
Supplemental Security Income (SSI), food stamps, low-income housing or most Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF)
payments.

Coalition members encourage those who receive the tax credit to invest it in an asset, such as a house,
college tuition, starting a business, or even paying off debt.

The Kitsap County Historical Society
presenting a special Magic Lantern Show on
January 20, 2012, at the Bremerton
Community Theatre on Lebo Blvd. Shel Izen’s
Snow Crystahow is an exploration of
snowflakes, based on the work of “The
Snowflake Man” Wilson Bentley (1865-
1931).

The program starts at 5:30 with a wine,
cheese, and snowflake reception, followed
by the Magic Lantern Show. Tickets are
available at the Kitsap History Museum and
are priced at $40 adults, $30 KCHS
members, and $20 children aged 16 and
under.

Magic Lanterns were introduced in the 1600s
and represent the earliest form of slide
projection. Shel Izen, a snow crystal and
Wilson Bentley enthusiast, will use his vintage
Lantern projector to show original Bentley
glass lantern slides. A native of Jericho,
Vermont, Wilson Bentley was the first person
to photograph a single snow crystal in 1885.
During his lifetime he captured the images of
more than 5,000 snowflakes, discovering that
no two snowflakes were alike.
